APPLICATION PROCEDURE FOR A SEX SHOP LICENCE

Before lodging your application for a sex shop licence please ensure that you have read the following notes.

1.
The application form must be accompanied by the non-refundable lodging fee and 6 sets of plans showing the layout of the premises.

2.
Where the applicant is an individual natural person, the whole of question 1 should be completed, and question 2 should be ignored.  Where the applicant is a company, partnership or other non-natural person, the whole of question 2 should be completed and question 1 should be ignored.  The rest of the form requires to be completed.

3.
Public notice must appear in a local newspaper within 7 days of the application being lodged, giving 28 days for replies.


The newspaper notice must be shown to licensing before publication to ensure it is correctly worded.

4.
An A3-sized public notice must also be displayed on or near the premises for 21 days starting on the day the application is lodged.

5.
Copy of newspaper containing the advert must be handed in to Licensing.

6.
Certificate of compliance in connection with item (4) above to be returned to licensing after the 21-day notice period is over.
