1	PRIVATE RENTING

If you want to rent from a private landlord when you move house, we would advise that you contact lettings agencies in the areas you want to live, or check the ads in the Greenock Telegraph on a Tuesday, or in the GSPC newspaper on a Tuesday/Wednesday. (The GSPC paper can be picked up for free from local estate agents.)


2	RENTING FROM A HOUSING ASSOCIATION

If you want to rent from a housing association, here is a list of those that have housing in Inverclyde.

If you give them a call, they will ask you to fill in an application form. Some may help you fill this form in if you need it.

Please note that River Clyde Homes, Cloch Housing Association and Oak Tree Housing Association, all share the same application form. This means if you want to apply for a house with any or all of those associations, you only need to complete one application form. We have provided you with some separate information about this.

Please ensure that you write in any application form that you are applying for housing because your home is part of the Clune Park Regeneration. This might give your application higher priority with the housing association.

Also, if you need sheltered or specialist housing, make sure you say this in your form.


3	ALREADY APPLIED TO A HOUSING ASSOCIATION

If you have already applied for housing with a housing association, we strongly recommend that you keep in touch with them to make sure your application is live. You will find all their contact details just above.

When you contact them, advise them that your home is part of the Clune Park Regeneration and ask if your form needs updated because of this. 

If you ever receive a letter from them asking if you want to remain on their housing list, please ensure you respond to them. If you do not respond they may take your name off their list.


4	BUYING A HOUSE THE REGULAR WAY

If you want to buy a house off the market in the traditional manner, you should investigate the mortgage market if you require one, and contact estate agents in the areas you want to live. You can also check the ads in the GSPC paper on Tuesdays/Wednesdays, which is free from many estate agents.





5	BUYING A HOUSE WITH SHARED OWNERSHIP

This is for people who want to own their home but are not in a situation to purchase a home at its full cost. They can purchase a share in an housing association property and jointly own it with them. The sharing owner could increase the share of the property they own if their financial circumstances change. 

If you are interested in this, you can contact Oak Tree Housing Association using the details below. Unfortunately, they are the only provider of shared ownership housing in Inverclyde. This housing is in the Branchton area of Greenock.

If you apply for shared ownership, please ensure that you write in any application form that you are applying for housing because your home is part of the Clune Park Regeneration. This might give your application higher priority with the housing association.


6	BUYING A HOUSE WITH SHARED EQUITY

This is another scheme for people who want to own their home but cannot afford the full cost of the property. In this case the Scottish Government pays for a part of the property, the resident covering the rest. The Scottish Government would receive their share of the equity if the resident goes on to sell it later. 

We have included a leaflet about shared equity with this letter. We would suggest you read this and decide if this is something you want to take further. If it is, the leaflets explain how to do this.


7	HOUSING SUPPORT

If you require support in your current or future home, then we recommend you contact the Inverclyde Community Health and Care Partnership. They are based at:

8	ADAPTATIONS

If you are disabled, and require physical adaptations to your property, we would recommend you make this clear to whoever you are looking for housing from.

If you are applying for housing with a private landlord or housing association, we recommend you advise them of your need for adaptations when you apply.
