ADVERTISING ON TAXIS or PRIVATE HIRE CAR
POLICY AND PROCEDURE

A vehicle licensed as a taxi is permitted to display commercial advertisement signage on either (a) its four side doors or (b) a design taking in the entire vehicle (bonnet, boot, both sides and roof) known as whole vehicle livery.  Where a proposal for advertising is for more than the four side doors of a vehicle, it will be treated as an application under (b).

In all cases an exact copy of the proposed advertisement should be submitted for approval of its design and content by the Head of Legal and Property Services who is entitled to charge a fee to be determined by her in consultation with the Head of Finance and to give or refuse consent subject to the conditions he may consider appropriate.

The general rules and conditions applying to any consent for an advertisement read as follows:-

1.
In general all advertisements must comply with the British Code of Advertising Practice issued by and amended from time to time by the Advertising Standards Authority i.e. all advertisements must be legal, decent, honest and truthful.


In general, each application for approval of advertising material will be considered on its own merits but advertisements will not be permitted which advertise or promote the sale of alcohol or tobacco products; nor if they contain political, ethnic, religious, sectarian, sexual or controversial text; display nude or semi-nude figures; or are likely to offend public taste; depict men, women or children as sexual objects; depict direct and immediate violence to anyone shown in the advertisement or observing it; advertise any racist group or organisation which intends to promote such a group or such organisation and/or any of its activities.

2.
The Council's approval of a specific advertisement will only apply to the advertisement as submitted for approval to the Head of Legal and Property Services and therefore no change or variation in the advertisement will be permitted without the Council's further prior approval in writing.


Please note for the avoidance of doubt that under option (a) if the advertisement on each side of a car is not exactly the same, the proposal for each side must be shown.  Otherwise it will be presumed that the advertisement will be the same on both sides of the vehicle.

3.
Any advertisement, which has been approved, including specific prices must be withdrawn from display if there is an increase in price or an interruption in the supply chain; this will ensure that the advertisement is not misleading or illegal or both.

4.
Without prejudice to the standard conditions applying to a taxi licence, every vehicle carrying an approved advertisement shall be kept clean at all times.

5.
Any advertisement which has been approved is approved in respect of its entirety and therefore should an advertisement become damaged or defaced at any time steps must be taken to repair such damage or defacement as soon as practicable and if the damage or defacement is not remedied within 3 days of the occurrence of the damage or defacement the advertisement must be removed completely from the vehicle.

6.
Following the approval of a specific advertisement, the Council must be informed in writing with a note of the taxi licence number and vehicle registration number for each taxi which is to carry that advertisement.

7.
An application for consent to advertise on a taxi must be made by the licensed operator of the vehicle or his agent as named in the licence issued by the Council or the Council must be otherwise satisfied that the taxi operator agrees to the application.

8.
The taxi operator as licenceholder remains responsible for the content of any advertisement displayed on his vehicle including the responsibility to comply with the current law and British Code of Advertising practice, in respect of any consent to display the advertisement which may have been given by the Council as licensing authority.

9.
It remains the responsibility of the taxi operator as licenceholder to ensure that none of the advertising material obscures the driver’s vision or the vehicle’s licence plates or constitutes a danger to passengers or the public where they are displayed on the vehicle.  

10.
Provided the taxi operator as licenceholder has complied and continues to comply with the Council’s conditions the Council’s consent to a particular advertisement can be considered valid for a period of 1 year from the date of the Council’s consent.  On the expiry of this period or in the event of any doubt, clarification on the position should be sought from the Council before proceeding to arrange for the display of an advertisement on a vehicle.
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
