There was submitted a report dated 19 March 2002 by the Director of Legal & Support Services requesting the Panel to consider reviewing its vehicle guidelines to take account of two recent technical changes:- (a) the availability of liquid petroleum gas as an economic alternative/addition to the conventional fuels of diesel and petrol and (b) the availability of a space-saver spare wheel in place of a conventional spare wheel to relieve pressure on a vehicle's boot capacity.�

Decided:


(1)	that the use of liquid petroleum gas as an alternative source of fuel for vehicles licensed as taxis and private hire cars be approved subject to the condition that the installation is considered safe in a particular vehicle and carried out by an approved liquid petroleum gas installer;


(2)	that the approval extend to include saloon cars and estate cars only;


(3)	that a conventional design spare wheel must be carried at all times;  and


(4)	that the requirement of 16 cu ft as luggage capacity in a licensed vehicle be maintained.
